5.1 Preparing assembly

For cables with diameter 5 ... < 6.5 mm

1. Slide components 1, 2, 3 and 5 onto the cable.
2. Insert the internal sealing ring 3 into the external sealing ring 2.

For cables with diameter 6.5 ... 10 mm

5.2 Wiring cables
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1. Strip the cable end.
2. Attach the braided screen (A) to the cable sheath.
3. Open the housing 9.
4. Run the cable through the housing 9.
