1. Fit the 0-ring 12 x T onto the female panel mount
connector sleeve and push it into the groove.

2. Push female panel mount connector sleeve through
mounting wall.

3. Put on the nut and tighten it. Pay attention fo the

alignment of the female panel mount connector sleeve.

4. Insert the female insert into the female panel mount
connector sleeve.

5. Thread the o-ring 7 x 1.2 onto the female insert and
push it with a suitable tool in the direction of the stop
surface of the female panel mount connector sleeve.
